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RULES FOR FINALS:

1. Players must have played eight (8) roster games since 1% August 2008.

2. Teams must have four (4) players who are eligible to play, to commence the
game.

3. In the event, due to various reasons, one fill in’ player will be allowed from a
lower grade, to enable a team to make up the fourth player required. Permission
to play this ‘fill in’ player must be given by Ray or Jodie. A Game Fee must be
paid by the ‘fill in’ player.

4. All players must be in the same coloured shirt. In the event of two Teams wearing
the same coloured top, it will be decided by a coin toss who wears BIBS.

5. Players can only play in one game, per week, i.e. with their own Team with the
exception of rule 4.

6. Monies outstanding from previous games by players must be paid before you
play. Finals Game Fee must be paid before the game.

7. Each Team is supply one person for bench duty, i.e. scoring.

8. Seven Team Fouls each half will be enforced.

10. Only one Time Out per half allowed of 30 seconds.

11. The clock will stop for Foul Shots and Time Outs.

12. The clock will stop in the last three minutes on the whistle if the score is ten (10)

points or less.

13. After a goal is scored, the Team bringing the ball into play, has only five (5)

seconds to bring the ball into the front court.

14. No players are permitted to wear jewellery, watches, hats or trousers whilst

playing. All fingernails must be cut to a short length to prevent injury to others.




15. Any Player using bad language or offensive behaviour, can be sent off the court
by the referee or management for 3 minutes. If the behaviour is repeated by the
player, they will not be permitted to partake further in the game.

16. In the event of a drawn game, three more minutes will be played. If the game is
still drawn, a further three minutes will be played. If no resultis given after extended
time, the game will be declared a draw.

17. Trophies will be presented to players of the winning team after the game.

All games (1v2) — Winning Team straight to Grand Final; Losing Team will play the
Winning Team of (3v4) the following week.

All games (3v4) — Winning Team will play the Loser of (1v2) the following week. The
Losing Team is eliminated.

Remember all games are $8.00 to cover the cost of two referees.
